 H1N1 VIRUS - BUSINESS RISK ASSESSMENT

	Risk event

	There are now over 60 confirmed cases of the H1N1 virus (Swine flu) in Australia. This is a highly contagious virus that has killed people in several countries. If it spreads here then people would be advised not to assemble in groups. Schools and childcare centres would be closed. People would be advised not to go anywhere that puts them in contact with groups of people, such as public transport, shops or movies.
The length of time that very restricted movement would be recommended could vary anywhere from one week to two or three months, depending on the severity of the outbreak and the availability of vaccine. 
The purpose of this activity is to assess the risk to the economic wellbeing and sustainability of the business if there is a call to restrict movement.
